-- "A scholar of life and mishaps." (And which do you plan to apply here?)

-- "Please see how your enclosed resume will meet the job requirements." (Why didn't we think of that? Hiring 
ourselves for the position.)

-- "Planned and held up numerous meetings." (Stick to the agenda and no one gets hurt.)

And once again, we get to share some home-grown bloopers that have been sent to area managers, who were nice 
enough to pass them on to me:

-- From a human resources manager at a French bank, with a nod to applicants who do mass mailings of format
